1. Big Chief Trail
	Following the suggested direction of Big Chief Trail, find your way to the start of the blue square portion. A little bit of climb followed by some downhill. The view of Palisades Tahoe stares you in the face. You can't turn around now! finish the ride.
	
Have someone take a picture of you riding the feature known as Nathaniel's Bench. (Hint: this relatively flat sidewalk in the woods took 2 months to build and is constructed solely of batholith granite)

	
2. Big Chief Trail
	Continuing down the blue square section of Big Chief Trail, you will find yourself with the option to ride down a LARGE boulder, you will find this boulder after a short uphill climb.  
	Have someone take a picture of you either riding this giant granite slab, standing on top, or enjoying the fun ride around option. (Look for the pink flag and 
TTF scavenger hunt paper)
*Do Not Attempt to ride this feature if it is above your ability! *

	
3. Downtown Truckee
	This store is the oldest retail establishment in the Truckee/Tahoe region. In 2018, the store celebrated its 100-year anniversary! where it still operates in its original location and is run by the same family.
	
Go inside! Say hi! Look around! To complete this task, you must find the framed TTF scavenger hunt paper in the store. Take a selfie with it.

	
4. Downtown Truckee
	I am large and in charge, I used to carry items from point A to point B, my previous home was on the tracks but now I rest.
	
Have someone take a picture of you posing in front of this stationary object. 

	5. Emigrant Trail
	      39.41654 -120.15549 Go!
	Look for the TTF scavenger hunt paper at this location. Take a selfie.

	
6. Donner Camp Picnic Site and Historical Trail.
	
During the winter of 1846-47, snow trapped the George and Jacob Donner families here in Alder Creek Valley.
	Walk this Interpretive Loop. Stop and read the kiosks. Take a moment to think about what it must have been like to be stranded in snow all because of a convincing “shortcut.” Take a picture with the interpretive sign that talks about the shortcut that caused this monumental set back. 

	7. Western States Trail
	I use this structure to cross over something that never stops running. Hint: there are 4 of these features in a row. 
	Have someone take a picture of you riding, running, or walking over one of these. 

	8. Wood Splitter Jump Trail
	Hop on your bike and ride this trail. Don’t ride a bike? No problem. Take a hike and check out this new trail.
	Have someone take a picture of you riding or jumping through the second tree gap.

	
9. Donner Summit –    Old 40

	
Erected between 1867-1868, this historical structure was constructed with granite but no mortar.
	
Find the historical marker that tells the story of the back-breaking labor that was involved in this creation. Your task: have someone take a picture of you in front of this marker with this structure in the background. No selfies. 
(Yes, you can drive to this location)
 

	10. Legacy Trail
	Did you know there is a fault line that crosses the Truckee River and stretches 22 miles long? Did you know you can still see this fault line today!? You can see it from the Legacy Trail. Take a minute to read the history of this area on one of the informative kiosks along the trail.
	
Go find this informative sign, take a selfie with it. But take a minute to learn and read about this historical moment in time.
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
